Natural Beauty (AONB) along the Essex/Suffolk 
border, Constable Country embraces the communities
of Dedham, Flatford and East Bergholt.
The wide skies and riverside meadows which characterised much
of Constable’s work is easy to experience today. The best way to
reach the area is by train to Manningtree, where you can then
catch the Hopper and enjoy the scenery as you are taken into the
heart of Constable Country. You can combine a walk or boat trip
with the Hopper bus as your ticket is valid for as many journeys as
you like all day long.
